Include other grants, donations, fundraisers, and program funds in the     

budget. State how these other funds support the defined project. 
6. Specify the direct and indirect benefits to the community expected from requested funds.
7. Define the expected outcome of this project. How will you measure the success of the project?
8. If this is an ongoing project, how will you obtain funding in the future?

9. Describe the community that this project will affect. Does this project address a widely shared community vision? What groups (youth, leaders, seniors, and minorities for example) are involved with this project? 
10. Provide the names of officers and person(s) involved in implementing this project.
